Frigid temperatures and chilling winds continue wreaked (naBaTh BeIx0n, BoJt0) havoc
(Gecniopsaok, xaoc) across the city Tuesday, paralyzing streetcars, delaying flights and leaving
Torontonians in the cold.

Environment Canada issued wind chill warnings on Tuesday for the city of Toronto, with wind
chills reaching between -30 and -40 degrees.
